In the case of SEND the assess, plan, do review cycle will be implemented according the code of practice and working with the
graduated approach, referrals to outside agencies to be completed as required, with support of the SENDCo.  In the case of pastoral 

support there will also be a process of assess, plan, do review and the pastoral lead will be involved in any relevant referrals.
